Be sensitive to the needs, interests and well being of others. No student has the right to disrupt the education of fellow students.


You cannot bother any students around you – ever!  If you need something, raise your hand, ask politely and say thank you! 

Student Behavior and Conduct – Agenda page 15 District Policy

Students and staff have a right to learn and teach within a positive learning and working environment.   


Do not interrupt, wait your turn.  Do not speak out of turn, do not make comments while someone else is talking – either the teacher or a student.  Do not leave your seat or the classroom without permission.  If you raise your hand, do not shout out what you need, wait to be called on, wait patiently.  If the teacher does not call on you, they have a good reason for it.  You do not need to have this explained.  The teacher is in charge and you MUST respect that. Stay on task, you are not allowed to just sit in class doing nothing.  If you break these rules, you will get a detention.  If you repeat the mistake, you can get more than one detention a day! 

If a teacher instructs you to do something, do not ask “why?”  Do not argue with the teacher.  That is defiance of authority (see below) and will get you a referral to the associate principal.   


Classroom Disruption  - Agenda page 12

Students who are a continuous disruption in a classroom may be subject to being dropped from that class with an “F” grade for the semester.  Students who are dropped from more than one class for disciplinary reasons may be referred to an alternative educational program.  



A disruption is ANY KIND OF BEHAVIOR that causes the class progress to stop or be slowed down.  A disruption can be caused by any of the behaviors listed above.  If the teacher must remind you of class rules repeatedly or must warn you again and again, that is a disruption.  If the teacher must write a detention or referral, that is a disruption.  If you are not on task and this is disturbing other students that is a disruption.  If you blurt out comments or answers, if you are laughing inappropriately, if you deliberately slow down the class in any way, these actions are a disruption and consequences will be applied. 
Expulsion Offenses – Agenda page 22 District Policy

Any act of defiance or disobedience either in language or in action against school personnel or refusing to comply with the reasonable request or orders of school personnel. 


You will address me as Ms. Mack or Mrs. McLaughlin.  No other name is acceptable.  You will respond when you are called on and NOT respond or talk to anyone else or make rude comments when I am speaking to another person or to the class.  You will not use any profane language or make derogatory statements about the teacher or any other person that asks you to do something.  You will not throw a book, slam a door or act out any other violent action that displays anger. You will not question, argue, or give excessive excuses when asked or ordered to do something.  If you say things like “I’m not going to do that” or “don’t tell me what to do” these are statements of defiance and will be treated as such.  Any student that insists on doing any of the above repeatedly after being warned and parent contact is made, will receive a referral at level two, “willfully defiant”.  

1st offense referral is an immediate one to three day suspension and parent contact.  

2nd offense referral is an immediate three to five day suspension and parent contact.  Student may be referred to an alternative educational program if they cannot change their behavior.  
It is always easier to do things right the first time.  When you mess up, you still have to go back and do the work, only now it’s harder and there is more of it and you have to apologize to people too.  Why do you hate yourself so much that you would do that to YOU?  When offered the gift of a free education, take it graciously and grow from it.  If you choose the hard way to get through life, those who work with you will eventually stop wasting their time on you.  Is that really what you want?  Do you really want people to give up on you and walk away?  We do “sow what we reap”, so try to sow positive actions and behavior in everything you do.  It is always easier to do it right the first time..
